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ITEM 1 Approval of December 2015 Minutes
[bookmark: _GoBack]Craig Adamson called to order the regular meeting of the Public Service Board on Tuesday, January 12, 2015 at 12:07 PM. A motion to approve the December 2015 minutes was made by Mark Morgan, seconded by Colleen Prokop, approved by all, Motion carried. 

ITEM 2 Motion to Approve House Pickup
A request for a house pickup at Crowley 1260 Linden Drive and Mettler 2101 8th Avenue. Staff has requested that these residents become a house pick up. A motion was made by Mark Morgan, seconded by Colleen Prokop, all members agreed, Motion carried.

ITEM 3 Motion to Approve Resident Vacancy Request
The following residents have requested Resident Vacancy request to stop Solid Waste fees at their residents for one of the following reasons they have not lived there for 180 days or a hard ship that is a case by case approval. A motion was made by Mark Morgan, seconded by Colleen Prokop, all members agreed, Motion carried.
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ITEM 4 Motion to Receive and File Request for Exemption of Solid Waste Fees.
Ryan updated the PS Board about the letter received from Mr. Ennenking to not bill him for Solid Waste fees on a rental unit he owns in town. He has not paid for the service and it was brought to our attention by the Water Department that this was one of those items that went unnoticed for many years. It was recommended that we not discontinue billing for Solid Waste fees. A motion was made by Colleen Prokop to approve the recommendation, seconded by Mark Morgan, and all Board members are in favor, Motion carried. 

ITEM 5 Discussion regarding Eco Industrial Park.
Ryan updated the PS Board about the plans for the Eco Industrial Park: An Eco Industrial Park is where companies form partnerships with each other on the different operations within the Industrial Park. Grants have been submitted to the various divisions within the state to help finance portions of the project. The goal is to get to a Zero Waste level that was approved by the City Council, by using or recycling as much of the solid waste stream as possible. We take in through curb side collections and drop off between 6,000 to 8,000 tons of yard waste per year. In 2010 we had 980 cars per day and in 2015 we had 2,200 per day during our peak seasons. We have switched from a horizontal grinder to a turner using win rows for our compost operations. This process has a lower operating cost and the processing time is now 8 weeks verses 6 months and we have also seen an increase in product quality. Next meeting Ryan will talk about recycling rate increased to $65.00 per ton at the landfill and plans and timeline for the project.
