Art in the Alley
Fuf and Karen Hoyt updated the council on the Art in the Alley project.  ArtPlace America sent out an update on the projects that their grants are funding.  They also posted the feature on KCRG. The Art in the Alley Committee has not heard back from SHPO (State Historical Preservation Office) regarding window panel inserts for two of the buildings.  Karen and Amanda have asked that we consider artwork by another approved artist Pam Hyberger in addition to Priscilla Steele's approved artwork for the windows.  The committee is going to submit some theme ideas or concept ideas to give to Pam Hyberger for her artwork to tie it in with the alley project.  The Art in the Alley artwork will be done by 3 local artists and 7 Iowan artists.  Karen Hoyt discussed details of the project.

The artist reception will be May 12 from 6:30 to 8.  The school reception for Oakridge Middle School will be held before it from 5:30 to 6:30.  Fuf will be available at both receptions.  Pat will be able to help at the artists' reception.  The July/August exhibit will be Tamera and Brian Jensen.  The art exchange will be on June 25 due to July 4 being the following weekend.  The September/October exhibit will be Dianna Dunn and Jan Bell. The Iowa Art Quilters will be exhibiting in July and August of 2017.  Fuf will be contacting other artists who wish to exhibit in June. Fuf will then set the winter/spring exhibit schedule.  

Coffeehouse Night
The dates for 2016 - 2017 season were discussed.  The dates are set as October 7, November 4, December 2, February 3, March 3 and April 7.

Budget
