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ITEM 1 Approval of September 2016 Minutes.
Craig Adamson called to order the regular meeting of the Public Service Board on Wednesday, October 19, 2016 at 12:05 PM.  A motion to approve the September 2016 minutes was made by Kevin Morgan, seconded by Colleen Prokop, approved by all, Motion carried. 

ITEM 2 Motion to Approve Applications for Solid Waste House Collection.
The following residents have requested Solid Waste House collection a service we provide for handicap or elderly residents. The Lillie’s reside at 3170 Sunburst Avenue, the Hilsenbeck’s reside at 600 Heather Court, and the Hoffman’s reside at 2370 1st Avenue, and the Betzer’s reside at 600 West 8th Avenue all have health issues and are elderly. A motion was made by Colleen Prokop, seconded by Tom Padley to approve the request, all members agreed, Motion carried.


ITEM 3 Review of Citizen Claims.
Ryan talked to the PS Board about how we were doing a full depth concrete repair in front of Mr. Bump’s address at 1660 2nd Avenue, per City code we fix everything from the curb to the road. Mr. Bump states we broke his driveway (see attached pictures). When staff went out to speak with the resident he was upset and very verbally abusive, we had to call the police. In the past we have given the resident the option to pay for a new apron by paying for the material and labor. Mr. Bump’s first request was for a new driveway when he first talked to Public Service.  We did not cause any damage to the apron or driveway, the damage was there prior to us starting work. The PS Board wanted to know if they can recommend that the City’s Claim committee review this claim along with the legal department. Ryan said they can have the City’s Claim committee review the claim and make the final decision. A motion was made by Craig Adamson to deny the claim for Mr. Bump’s driveway repair request and refer it to the City’s Claim committee to review with the recommendation that the claim be denied, seconded by Colleen Prokop, approved by all, Motion carried.
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ITEM 4 Discussion Regarding Municipal Solid Waste Collections for Single Family Dwellings.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The City of Marion’s Code of Ordinances #105.5 (see attached) states that the City provide solid waste collection for all dwellings 5 or less and all single dwellings to provide for uniform collection service. A block of homes on HWY 13 2441 – 2489, some residences have new residents and are having the City pick up solid waste, some have private haulers and some have tried to cancel City solid waste or have stopped paying for city services. The PS Board would like us to follow the City’s Code of Ordinance and send a letter to all residents and have service start January 2017.  A motion was made directing Public Service to follow the current ordinance. A motion was made by Tom Padley, seconded by Colleen Prokop, approved by all, Motion carried. 


Item 5 Discussion Regarding 28E Agreement with Marion Independent School District.
Ryan updated the PS Board on the history of the compost area and how it was open to outside entities. What changed the process was nonacceptable items were being dumped off at the compost area so it was decided that the compost area and recycle center was to be used only by residents who have Solid Waste service and the fees pay for the facilities. Ryan has drafted up a 28E agreement with the Marion Independent School District to use the Compost Facility for grass and tree limbs and have limited amounts of compost. Ryan is looking at a flat monthly fee verses a per ton fee, he is also looking into adding this fee to the water bill, if not we will do monthly miscellaneous billing. Ryan will revisit the flat fee after a year to see if any changes need to be made. Ryan would like to review and establish some administration policies so everyone is on the same page, we will documents the rules and follow up on service and there needs to be accountability on the schools side by being able to go to the Superintendent and or School Board. The rules for the compost area are dictated by the DNR of Iowa. Ryan is keeping open the option for surrounding cities to use our facility, right now we are not big enough to allow others in at this time. A motion was made by Tom Padley, seconded by Colleen Prokop, approved by all to move forward with the 28E Agreement with the Marion Independent School District, Motion carried.

Item 6 Update on Eco Industrial Development.
Ryan updated the PS Board on the progress of the Eco Industrial Park Development. The following items are in the final stages or have been completed:
Utility Provision for Natural Gas Service – CNG Station has been resolved.

Meeting with Daimler Chrysler & NGV Institute regarding facility requirements for natural gas vehicles. We will have gas detection system in place in the building.

Release of wetland agreement, we will have under 1 acre of wetland we will not have to do any wetland mitigation.

Coop –final meeting with their Board next week.

No action required from the PS Board at this time.

ITEM 7 Old Business / New Business.
Cross walk at 7th Avenue & 19th Street was installed in 1987, and in May 2016 an oversized truck snagged the overhead wire with the light on it and pulled the polls and footings in, to replace this crosswalk signal we would have to replace the footings and poles and wiring. MUTCD section 4c.06 (see attached). The Marion Independent School District does not support a crosswalk at this location. They would like the crosswalk to be moved from A Avenue and 15th St moved to S 15th Street by the Marion High school and Starry Elementary school.
The PS Board would like to recognize the workers for working the flood, Ryan is looking into what to do and will report back to the PS Board.
