Zoning Board of Adjustment – April 19, 2016

5. APPEALS.

a. Joe Ward, Applicant – 1190 9th Avenue, Marion, Iowa – Requests a variance from Sections 176.13-3.D. and 176.13-3.E., of the Marion Code of Ordinance to allow the construction of an attached garage to be less than the required 7-foot side yard and 24-foot rear yard setbacks.   (Tabled at the April 19th, 2016 Meeting)

Hockett presented a brief staff report as the case had been previously heard by the Board.  Hockett explained that the applicant has reduced his request by one foot (1’) on both the rear and side yard setback request and eliminated the variance required for the garage door.

Joe Ward, 1190 9th Avenue stated that he bought the property in 2005 and since that time has made substantial investment / improvements in the house and property.  He explained that the garage as is today does not even fit a car as it wasn’t constructed for modern vehicles let alone permit access to the home and basement through the garage.  Detaching the structure will create issues between the garage and house / basement stairways that he is unsure he can remedy without attaching the garage to the house.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Sunderman inquired what Mr. Ward thought the hardship was.

Mr. Ward indicated that he would like to construct a small elevator for his father and the only way to accomplish this was to go through the garage as anywhere else would take away from the historic character of the home.

Gibson stated he had a difficult time in seeing the variance as this request appears to be more a matter of convenience.

There was no further comments for or against the request.
