The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, May 18, 2017, at 5:30 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor AbouAssaly presiding and the following council members present:  Draper, Etzel, Brandt, and Nicholson.  Absent:  Spinks and Pazour.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council observed a moment of silence.

Mayor AbouAssaly read a proclamation for Kids to Park Day.  He presented the proclamation to Parks Director Mike Carolan.

Mayor AbouAssaly read a proclamation for Economic Development Week.  He presented the proclamation to Marion Economic Development Corporation (MEDCO) President Nick Glew.  

Mayor AbouAssaly read a proclamation for American Legion Auxiliary Poppy Days. 

Mayor AbouAssaly read a proclamation for Peace Officers Memorial Day.  He presented the proclamation to Deputy Police Chief Doug Slagle.

Tina Patterson made a presentation to the City Council regarding the Linn County Master Gardener program.  She thanked the City for partnering with the Linn County Extension office and Master Gardeners at the greenhouse at Lowe Park.  Ms. Patterson presented the City with a planter.  She explained the many volunteer activities performed by the Master Gardeners.  She also noted that they will have their plant sale on Saturday.  Mayor AbouAssaly asked how to become a master gardener.  Ms. Patterson noted that to become a master gardener you must take a three month class through Iowa State University, pass a test, and then provide 40 hours of volunteer service the first year and 20 hours each following year.  You must also take 10 hours of educational classes each year.

Moved by Nicholson, seconded by Etzel to direct staff to solicit bids for grading and utility installations for the Eco Industrial Park Development.  Public Services Director Ryan Miller presented the staff report.  All in favor, motion carried.

Fire Chief Deb Krebill made a presentation to the City Council regarding the use of fireworks within the City of Marion.  She explained that the new State law requires cities to allow for the sale of fireworks but they do not have to allow for the use of fireworks.  Chief Krebill explained that the City Council could choose to ban the use of fireworks in the City, allow the use of fireworks in the City on the dates stipulated in the State law, or limit the days of use of fireworks in the City to less days than stipulated in the State law.  Fire Chief Krebill noted that a resident contacted her and asked the Chief to express to the City Council her opposition to the use of fireworks.  The resident wished to remain anonymous.  Council discussed the options.  Mayor AbouAssaly asked about the City’s liability if the City does permit usage.  City Attorney Don Hoskins stated that the City does not have liability.  Dewayne Fields, 380 Hilltop Road, spoke in favor of banning the use of fireworks in the City.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that Barb Taylor, 2280 Catherine Drive, stopped by his office and wished to express her concerns to the City Council regarding the usage of fireworks.  Council continued discussion of the options regarding the usage of fireworks in the City.  Fire Chief Krebill noted that the Fire Department will develop a database of all complaints, fire calls, and medical calls related to fireworks.  

Resolution No. 26045 banning the use of fireworks within the City of Marion was read by Draper.  Motion died for lack of a second.

Resolution No. 26046 authorizing the use of fireworks within the City of Marion was read by Etzel.  Motion died for lack of a second.

Resolution No. 26047 limiting the use of consumer fireworks within the City of Marion was read by Brandt.  Moved by Brandt, seconded by Draper to approve Res. No. 26047.  Fire Chief Deb Krebill noted that each seller of the fireworks will be required to provide each purchaser a notice with the days and hours that the fireworks can be used.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Nicholson, seconded by Etzel to receive and file a letter of support regarding the sale of fireworks (Evan Young).  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor AbouAssaly opened a public hearing regarding the proposed adoption of an Ordinance amending Chapter 162 of the Code of Ordinances and adopting the ICC Electrical Code, 2006 Edition, with amendments, and the National Electrical Code, 2017 Edition, with amendments, and providing penalties. Building Inspection Director Ron Hoover provided the staff report.  No other comments, written or verbal, were received.  Mayor AbouAssaly declared the public hearing closed.
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Ordinance No. 17-14 amending Chapter 162 of the Code of Ordinances and adopting the ICC Electrical Code, 2006 Edition, with amendments, and the National Electrical Code, 2017 Edition, with amendments, and providing penalties was read by Draper for initial consideration. Ordinance No. 17-12 amending Chapter 66.04 of the Code of Ordinances establishing load and weight limits on the Winslow Road Bridge over Indian Creek (County ID 57-221471; FHWA #221471) per the Deficient Bridge Notification received was read by Etzel for second consideration.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Draper to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 17-12.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 26048 directing staff to proceed with the demolition of the former 7th Avenue Railroad Bridge regarding the CEMAR Trail / Alburnett Road Extension Projects was read by Brandt.  Moved by Brandt, seconded by Nicholson to approve Res. No. 26048.  Mike Dooley, 3851 29th Avenue, requested that Council table this resolution until after the Alburnett Road Extension Project Open House on May 23rd.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow presented the staff report.  Mayor AbouAssaly noted that the Resolution stipulates that asbestos sampling and testing will occur prior to the demolition of the bridge.  Mr. Whitlow stated that the Resolution also indicates that staff will pursue options for repurposing portions of the bridge structure to preserve the City’s railroad history.  Council Member Draper asked that staff determine the cost to fix bridge.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Brandt to table Res. No. 26048 to the June 8th City Council meeting.  Council discussed the Alburnett Road Extension project.  Roll Call on motion to table Res. No. 26048:  Yeas:  Draper and Brandt.  Nays:  Etzel, AbouAssaly, and Nicholson.  Motion to table failed.
