6. DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Treharne informed the Commission that we are still down two members, if anyone knows a design professional (architect/landscape architect) that lives in Marion please inform us. Preferably a woman to uphold the gender balance as required by State Code. We would like to have a full Commission by the next meeting. 

The Commission will start to see three major projects get pushed out, The Neighborhood at Indian Creek, Central Corridor, and the zoning code. Airport planning consultants will be in town tomorrow for the Airport Steering Committee kick-off meeting and the Airport Committee meeting. 

Nicole Burlage was introduced to the Commission as the new Planner I. 

7. PRESTWICK PLACE ADDITION REVISED PRELIMINARY PLAT

a. Resolution No. 	18-01	 recommending approval of Revised Preliminary Plat Prestwick Place 2nd Addition for property located north of 29th Avenue and west of 44th Street (Dustin Kern, Prestwick, LLC)

Burlage presented the staff report regarding the proposed Revised Preliminary Plat.  Burlage informed the Commission that the original plat was approved by the Commission and Council in 2014 and included four lots with a cal-du-sac. The proposed plat consists of two lots which are accessed from 29th Avenue, without the cal-du-sac. There is no rezoning or Comprehensive Plan Amendment with this proposed plat as those items were approved in 2014 with the original plat.  The water service comes from the north, Prestwick Place 1st Addition. There are two existing sanitary sewer service lines in place. In 2015, associated with the 29th Avenue Widening Project, an eight-foot (8’) trail was installed. Again, the lot configuration went from four lots to two lots, the lots will share an access easement coming off the existing 24’ access on 29th Avenue. The lots will not have direct access onto 29th Avenue for personal driveways. With the access easement, the City will have access to the basin for maintenance. Public Service is okay with access easement as shown on the plat. Staff recommended approval due to the fact that the plat meets the requirements of the Code, along with the R-2 zoning district and the current Comprehensive Plan. 

Kofoed, asked where the road or access to the lots was located. 

Burlage explained that there is an existing driveway off 29th Avenue that will be used as the access point for both lots. The access easement for the lots will be extended from the 29th Avenue access. This is to help reduce accesses along 29th Avenue.

Kofoed asked that when the houses are built on the lots if the road is going to stay as is or change.

Jed Schnoor, the civil engineer on the project, explained that the road would be changed into a residential driveway. 

Kofoed asked what the potential of the square footage of the road would be.

Jed explained that it depends on how the houses are build on the lots and where the driveways are located. 

Kofoed asked who was going to maintain the road. 

Burlage explained that it is not considered a road and that it is a private driveway. Public Service will have access to the basin and access will need to be maintained for them. 

Kofoed asked if the road needs to be repaved whose responsibility that would be as the City would not be receiving enough in property taxes to maintain that road. 

Burlage explained that the driveway is private. 

Seidl questioned if Kern needed to recuse himself and step-down from residing over the meeting. Kern recused himself. Moorman asked if there was any more discussion regarding the plat. 

Kofoed brought up that he liked the access being privately maintained as he worries that the City does not receive enough in property taxes to maintain roads. He worries that developments are not dense enough. He could tell that his plat was not dense enough and that the City would not receive enough to maintain the road. He was pleased that it was going to be privately maintained.

Treharne explained that if there was not a shared access as shown, the two lots would have individual accesses onto 29th Avenue which is a major arterial. All of the improvements would be between the two lot owners. 

Arenholz made a motion, seconded by Budde to recommend approval of Resolution No. 18-01 recommending approval of Revised Preliminary Plat Prestwick Place 2nd Addition for property located north of 29th Avenue and west of 44th Street (Dustin Kern, Prestwick, LLC)

All “ayes” with one abstention from Kern, motion carried.

Kern resumed proceeding over the meeting.
