5. VARIANCE PERMITTED ENCROACHMENT IN YARDS. (CHADWICK A JAYNE)

The applicant was contacted by phone as he was not able to be in attendance and he indicated that he would like the Board to vote on the matter this evening understanding that he needed 3 affirmative votes for the request to be approved.
Hockett presented the staff report regarding the proposed variance request to the front yard setback. 
a. Public hearing regarding Chadwick A Jayne’s Variance request pursuant to Section 176.35-8C of the Marion Code of Ordinances to permit an unenclosed deck to project into the required front yard setback in the R-2 (Medium Density Single-Family) Zoning District at 4481 Dunn Avenue, Marion, Iowa.
Tom Gaffney, 4470 Dunn Avenue spoke in favor of the applicants request as the deck was originally built 10 years ago without a permit by the previous owner and it was not built correctly and is not currently safe.  He felt that any changes would be better.
There were no additional comments for or against the request.
b. ZBA Resolution No. 18-04 recommending approval of Chadwick A. Jayne’s Variance request pursuant to Section 176.35-8C of the Marion Code of Ordinances to permit an unenclosed deck to project into the required front yard setback in the R-2 (Medium Density Single-Family) Zoning District at 4481 Dunn Avenue, Marion, Iowa.

Motion by Potter, seconded by Sunderman to approve ZBA Resolution No. 18-04 as strict conformance with the zoning regulations created an undue hardship on the applicant and access to his home.
