









October 4, 2012

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, October 4, 2012, at 7:00 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Etzel, Spinks, Crawford, Stark, and Draper.  Absent:  Adamson.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor’s Announcements: 


Mayor Bouska noted that there are a number of Boy Scouts attending the meeting.  The Boy Scout Leader for Troop 15 explained that the Boy Scouts are attending the meeting to earn a merit badge.

Citizen’s presentations, comments and/or petitions:

Dwight Hogan, 1565 7th Avenue, congratulated the Scouts on working on their merit badge.  He noted that he was an Eagle Scout.  Mr. Hogan suggested that the City have an ethics code for Council Members.  Council Member Draper stated that he visited with the City Manager regarding the Fair Play agreement with the City of Hiawatha.  He noted that many cities do have an ethics code.

Moved by Spinks, seconded by Crawford to approve the first reading of Ord. No. 12-27.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22760 approving the purchase of two street sweepers from Mid Iowa Equipment in the amount of $297,160.00 was read by Crawford.  Moved by Crawford, seconded by Draper to approve Res. No. 22760.    All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22761 approving contract with Miron Construction regarding the new police station in the amount of $10,439,149.00 was read by Stark.  Moved by Stark, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 22761.  Council Member Spinks asked that the drawing of the building be displayed for the audience.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn reported on the changes that were made to bring the project within budget.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22762 approving the purchase of 40 sets of fire bunker gear from Sandry Fire Supply of DeWitt, Iowa, in the amount of $74,280.00 was read by Draper.

Moved by Draper, seconded by Stark to approve Res. No. 22762.  Council Member Spinks asked how the bunker gear is cleaned.  Assistant Fire Chief Deb Krebill explained that the Fire Department has a special washer they use to clean the gear.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 12-26 amending Section 50.14(1) of the Code of Ordinances relating to appointment of the Nuisance Advisory Board was read by Spinks for second consideration.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Crawford to approve the second reading of Ord. No. 12-26.  All in favor, motion carried.
Moved by Spinks, seconded by Crawford to suspend the rules and place Ord. No. 12-26 on the agenda for adoption and to adopt Ord. No. 12-26.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Crawford, seconded by Spinks to receive and file TAC report regarding No Parking Zone on the northwest corner of the Grand Avenue and South 26th Street intersection (Dan and Renee Cudworth, 2590 Hillview Drive).  All in favor, motion carried.
Ordinance No. 12-23 approving an amendment to the Marion Code of Ordinances regarding a request to rezone property located south of Marion Boulevard, east of Armar Drive from A-1, Rural Restricted and O-2, Office Park to R-3, Two-Family Residential (Cemar Holdings, LLC) was read by Stark for final consideration.  Moved by Stark, seconded by Crawford to approve the final reading of Ord. No. 12-23.  All in favor, motion carried.


Ordinance No. 12-24 approving an amendment to the Marion Code of Ordinances regarding a request to rezone property located east of 35th Street, north of Quail Trail Drive from R-3, Two-Family Residential to PD-R, Planned Development (Jerry's Homes, Inc.) was read by Draper for final consideration.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Spinks to approve the final reading of Ord. No. 12-24.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22764 approving the Preliminary Plat of Country Club Estates Seventh Addition located east of Alburnett Road on an easterly extension of Bent Creek Drive (Jerry's Homes, Inc.) was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 22764.  Council Member Spinks requested a staff report.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne presented the staff report.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Ordinance No. 12-25 approving an amendment to the Marion Code of Ordinances regarding a request to rezone property located east of 35th Street, north of Quail Trail Drive from A-1, Rural Restricted to R-2, Medium Density, Single-Family Residential and PD-R, Planned Development – Residential (Miriam Freiter and Edward Freiter/Morris, LLC) was read by Spinks for final consideration.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Crawford to approve the final reading of Ord. No. 12-25.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22765 approving the Preliminary Plat of Authors Addition to Marion, Iowa located east of 35th Street, south of 35th Avenue (Morris/Wood, LLC.) was read by Crawford.  Moved by Crawford, seconded by Spinks to approve Res. No. 22765.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 22766 approving Fair Play Resolution between the cities of Marion and Hiawatha was read by Stark.  Moved by Stark, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. 22766.  Council Member Spinks asked if Hiawatha would pass a similar Resolution.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that he visited with the Mayor of Hiawatha.  Mayor Bouska noted that the Mayor of Hiawatha will sign the same Resolution.  All in favor, motion carried.
Moved by Draper, seconded by Crawford to set Strategic Planning Dates for Friday November 16th, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. and Saturday, November 17th, 2012 at 8:30 a.m.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Etzel, seconded by Crawford to approve Hold Harmless/Noise Waiver and Fireworks Permit for Marion First United Methodist Church on Sunday, November 18, 2012, from 5:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. (Craig Liscum, 1298 7th Avenue).  All in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Bouska recommended the following reappointment:

Moved by Spinks, seconded by Crawford to concur with the Mayor’s recommendation.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Spinks, seconded by Stark to concur with the Mayor’s recommendations.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Council Discussion Time:

Council Member Etzel reported on the Iowa League of Cities conference that she attended with Council Member Adamson and Council Member Draper.  


Council Member Spinks noted that the Marion Times had a full page of pictures of the Marion Fire Department firefighters.  Assistant Fire Chief Deb Krebill noted that next week is fire prevention week.  She encouraged all residents to check their smoke detectors, make sure that furniture is not placed on electrical cords, blow out candles, and turn off stoves.  She noted that there will be more articles in the Marion Times on how to stay safe.  


Council Member Crawford thanked the Boy Scouts for attending the meeting.  He also stated that there are many activities in town this weekend.  He explained that there are homecoming games and activities, the Chocolate Walk, and Appetite for Marion. He also noted that the Marion/Cedar Rapids Rotary Club is picking up trash on Highway 13 and all are welcome to help with the clean up.

Council Member Stark noted that the Boy Scouts witnessed a historical vote.  He explained that the City outgrew the old police station long ago.  He invited the Boy Scouts to tour the new station when it is completed.  He noted that Marion is one of the safest cities of our size in the State of Iowa.  

Council Member Draper stated that if the City is asked to host a national political candidate he would like the City to decline the offer unless the candidates pay for the extra police overtime.  He noted political candidates visits are very expensive to the hosting City.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn noted that President Bush’s motorcade drove through Platteville in 2004 when he was the City Manager there.  He explained that the President’s motorcade was in Platteville for 12 minutes and it cost the City $21,000.  


Mayor Bouska noted that he attended the funeral of Perry Walton yesterday.  Mr. Walton had served as a Cedar Rapids police officer and owned the Marion Airport.  Mayor Bouska noted that the Cedar Rapids Police Department honor guard led the procession and the Marion Police Department secured the intersections in Marion.  He noted that there was also a fly over at the cemetery.
Mayor Bouska adjourned the meeting at 7:27 p.m.
