








November 15, 2012

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, November 15, 2012, at 7:00 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Etzel, Spinks, Crawford, Stark, and Draper.  Absent:  Adamson.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Stark, seconded by Crawford to approve the Consent Calendar, as follows:

Resolution No. 22855 approving Partial Payment No.14 to City Treasurer, City of Cedar Rapids, for radio system infrastructure regarding the Countywide Radio Project in the amount of $522,540.05 was read by Draper.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Stark to approve Res. No. 22855.  Council Member Spinks requested a report.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn presented the staff report.  
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Council Member Adamson arrived at 7:02 p.m.

All in favor of motion to approve Res. No. 22855, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 12-28 amending Chapter 160 of the Code of Ordinances adopting by reference the International Building Code, 2012 Edition, and the International Residential Code, 2012 Edition, and providing penalties was read by Adamson for initial consideration.  Moved by Adamson, seconded by Spinks to approve the first reading of Ord. No, 12-28.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Etzel, seconded by Stark to receive and file correspondence regarding nuisance rental properties (Maria Murphy, 2570 Pheasant Ridge Court).  Council Member Stark stated that Marion should have the same rules as Cedar Rapids.  He noted that we should watch how the implementation of the new rules work in Cedar Rapids.  Mayor Bouska noted that renters not following the rules in Cedar Rapids may want to move to Marion if we do not adopt the same rules.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 12-29 amending Chapter 63 of the Code of Ordinances establishing 25 mph speed limit on 6th Avenue from 7th Street to 15th Street was read by Spinks for initial consideration.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Adamson to approve the first reading of Ord. No. 12-29.  All in favor, motion carried.

Ordinance No. 12-30 appointing the number of the Water Utility Board of Trustees, transitioning from a three member to a five member board and the staggering terms was read by Crawford for initial consideration.  Moved by Crawford, seconded by Adamson to approve the first reading of Ord. No. 12-30.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Spinks, seconded by Adamson to concur with the Mayor’s recommendations.  All in favor, motion carried.


Council Discussion Time:

Council Member Adamson asked about the procedure to be appointed to the Civil Service Commission.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that the Civil Service 
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Commission has three members.  The Commission is required to be gender balanced.  City Manager Pluckhahn explained that anyone that wishes to serve on the Commission can submit a letter of interest.  They would be considered when there is a vacant position on the Commission.  Council Member Draper explained that Sharon Mettler served as Secretary to the Commission for many years before retiring from the City.  

Council Member Draper stated that he was glad that many Council Members were at ESCO for the Blue Zones meeting.  Mayor Bouska stated that six of the twelve cities that applied will be selected to participate.  Mayor Bouska thanked the media for attending.  He noted that there is a lot of enthusiasm for the project.

Mayor Bouska noted that he still has a number of appointments to make before the end of the year.
Mayor Bouska adjourned the meeting at 7:11 p.m.
