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Colleen Prokop called to order the regular meeting of the Public Service Board on Tuesday, December 10, 2013 at 12:05 PM. A motion to approve the October 2013 minutes was made by Mark Morgan, seconded by Bill Jones, Motion carried.

ITEM 2 Review of Solid Waste Services
Morris Wood – Vaungh Lane alleyway we are not plowing it or collecting solid waste, would have to put up No Parking signs on both sides of the roadway so the garbage and plow trucks can get through. A motion to not approve was made by Mark Morgan, seconded by Colleen Prokop and the rest of the PS Board to have it brought up before the City Council and have them approve and accept as a Public infrastructure. Motion carried.
House pick up for Carolyn Koopman and Lola Fortner both were approved by the PS Board. Motion carried.
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ITEM 3 Discussion Regarding Public Service Facilities
Ryan updated the PS Board on the status of the big tent building, Cover-All Building Systems has gone out of business due to structure failure with injuries at the Dallas Cowboys practice facility and they were sued. We have no warranty on it since the company filled for bankruptcy. The fabric is part of the structure and we have some tears in it. They sent out a letter that stated the building maybe deemed unsafe. We are working with a Structural Engineering firm to be advised. Ryan wanted to talk to the PS Board about the cost of the consulting before it is brought to the City Council for final approval for a cost of $11,000.00. Our insurance company is concerned about the coverage long term, but we are covered during the process of the review. We will work with the Structural Engineering firm to determine if this is true and validate the information and move forward. We will decide what to do and take their recommendation and move forward. There are still 1000’s of these buildings all over the US still standing, safety is our main concern.  A new facility the money would not come from property taxes, if we build a tax creditable facility built out of steel and concrete that is totally sustainable structure is classified as a zero cost facility. A motion to approve was made by Colleen Prokop, seconded by Mark Morgan, and the rest of the PS Board. Motion carried.






ITEM 4 Discussion Regarding Support Services for Commercial and Nonprofit Entities.
Ryan talked to the PS Board about how in 2008 this service was stopped due to the conflict for those without their own trucks. Ryan has talked to the City Manger to help them source out the service and to purchase directly so they could c=save money and have their own stockpile at their own facility available to them whenever they need it. The Solid Waste Compost facility is not set up to accommodate schools or commercial or nonprofits at this time. We have no way to weight the material and come up with a fee and be staffed all the time. Ryan doesn’t want to signal out anyone, we want to be fair to all at this time. He would like to wait until we are set up to accommodate larger trucks. Ryan is willing to work the Marion School District to come up a solution. Ryan stressed that the city needs come first. Residential needs are first for compost use and he would like to offer a post secondary education facility to offer educational program.

ITEM 5 Public Service Board Appointments
New chairperson – Mark Morgan for 2014:  A motion to approve was made by tom Padley, seconded by Colleen Prokop. Motion carried. We need to discuss a new PS Board member to replace Bill Jones who will be stepping down to enjoy his retirement and spend more time fishing and golfing. Each board is nominating their own person and forwarding onto the Mayor for  appointment.
