








September 18, 2014

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, September 18, 2014, at 5:30 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Pazour, Etzel, Spinks, Crawford, AbouAssaly, and Draper.  Absent:  None.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor’s Announcements: None.
Council Member Draper requested that the meeting start with a moment of silence.

Citizen’s presentations, comments and/or petitions.

Moved by Pazour, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 24067.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Etzel, seconded by Draper directing staff to proceed with an 80/20 annexation of the area located south of Echo Hill Road and east of Alburnett Road.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 24068 approving voluntary annexation agreement with property owners within the North 10th Street Annexation Area was read by Spinks.  Moved by Spinks, seconded by Pazour to approve Res. No. 24068.  All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Crawford, seconded by Spinks directing staff to proceed with an 80/20 annexation for the area referred to as North 10th Street Annexation Area.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Moved by AbouAssaly, seconded by Spinks to receive and file the following items to the Planning and Zoning Commission:

Resolution No. 24073 adopting a well-being spending policy was read by Crawford.  Moved by Crawford, seconded by Spinks to approve Res. No.24073.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 24074 approving a contract related to project management services regarding the ArtPlace America Program was read by AbouAssaly.  Moved by AbouAssaly, seconded by Draper to approve Res. No.24074.  All in favor, motion carried.


Mayor Bouska withdrew the recommendation of Jim Conklin, 2798 12th Avenue, Local Option Sales Tax Oversight Committee, term expires 12-31-15, for later consideration.

Council Discussion:

Council Member Pazour congratulated the Marion Fire Department on receiving the 2013 Life Safety Achievement Award for its fire prevention.  Ms. Pazour noted that the Marion Police K-9 Pancake Breakfast is this Saturday, September 20, 2014 from 7:00 a.m. to noon at Grace Baptist Church, 1461 East Post Road.  Ms. Pazour also noted that Sunday, September 21 from noon to 3:00 p.m., the Marion Police and Fire Departments are hosting a food drive to benefit Mission of Hope in Cedar Rapids. The food drive will take place at Marion Hy-Vee, located at 3600 Business Highway 151.  Ms. Pazour inquired about establishing an ordinance regarding parking for uptown residents living above commercial areas.  Ms. Pazour asked City Attorney Don Hoskins if previously voted down items can be brought back to council.


Council Member Spinks congratulated the Marion Fire Department on receiving the Life Safety award.  Mr. Spinks asked District Chief Doug Wyman for more information.  District Chief Wyman stated that the award is for accomplishments in 2013 by the National Association of State Fire Marshals Fire Research and Education Foundation (NASFM Foundation) in partnership with Grinnell Mutual Reinsurance Company. The Life Safety Achievement Award recognizes local fire prevention efforts that have contributed to reducing the number of lives lost in residential fires.  Council Member Spinks also stated that there will be a K-9 demonstration at 9:30 a.m. at the pancake breakfast.

Council Member Crawford requested an update regarding the jiffy lube site at the next council meeting.  Mr. Crawford also congratulated Planning Director Tom Treharne, Associate Planner, Kesha Billings and Gary Young on a fantastic job regarding the North 10th Street annexation.
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Council Member AbouAssaly congratulated the City on its Aa1 rating.  Mr. AbouAssaly thanked the Linn-Mar School District representatives for attending the city council meetings and for all that they do for the community.

Council Member Draper stated that Swamp Fox Festival was a great success and wonderful weekend.  Mr. Draper commended that the Hawkeye Downs Race Track had three drivers in the race this past weekend.

City Manager Lon Pluckhahn presented the recommendations of the Local Option Sales Tax Oversight Committee meeting that was held on Wednesday, September 17, 2014.  
Mayor Bouska expressed concern regarding the safety and security of the council meetings.  Mayor Bouska requested officer presence at each meeting and would like to review safety measures.

Mayor Bouska adjourned the meeting at 6:43 p.m.
