








December 18, 2014

The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, December 18, 2014, at 5:30 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Pazour, Etzel, Crawford, AbouAssaly, and Draper.  Absent:  Spinks.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council observed a moment of silence.

Mayor’s Announcements:

Mayor Bouska stated that he spent time last week with representatives of Slumberland giving away over 100 mattresses to families that did not have mattresses. He noted that there is a real need for the mattresses and thanked Slumberland for their donations.

Council discussed the scope of the project and available funding for the project.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow and City Manager Lon Pluckhahn presented the staff report.  All in favor, motion carried.

City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that this will give the City the opportunity to continue to negotiate with the firm.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 24293 approving Kriegel First Addition Final Plat to Linn County and Memorandum of Agreement for the property located east of Highway 13 and north of Prairie Chapel Road (Brandon and Brook Kriegel) was read by Pazour.  Moved by Pazour, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 24293.  All in favor, motion carried.

Resolution No. 24294 approving purchase agreement for a portion of property located at 755 7th Avenue related to the 7th Avenue/7th Street Roundabout in the amount of $600.00 (John and Elie Khairallah) was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 24294.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne stated that this provides for purchase of 74 square feet of the Zio Johno’s property for the roundabout project.  Vote: Yeas: Pazour, Etzel, Bouska, Crawford, and Draper.  Nays: None.  Abstention: AbouAssaly.  Motion carried.

Moved by Crawford, seconded by Draper to approve the Project Calendar regarding Planning and Development Department payment as follows:

Mayor Bouska asked how much was spent for the purchase and relocation of the tanning salon.  Planning and Development Director Tom Treharne stated that the final total is $165,362.44.  All in favor, motion carried.
Moved by Crawford, seconded by Draper to remand back to the Planning and Zoning Commission for further review The Commons at English Glen Third Addition Final Site Development Plan.  Vote: Yeas: Pazour, Etzel, Bouska, Crawford, and Draper.  Nays: None.  Abstention: AbouAssaly.  Motion carried.

Moved by Draper, seconded by Crawford to receive and file to the Planning and Zoning Commission a request to rezone property from A-1, Rural Restricted to R-2, Medium Density Single-Family Residential for property located at 5010 and 5012 Alburnett Road (Midwest Development Co).  All in favor, motion carried.


Mayor Bouska opened a public hearing regarding the Consolidation of the Collins Road East Urban Renewal Area and the Central Corridor Urban Renewal Area and on an Urban Renewal Plan Amendment.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn presented the staff 
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report.  No other comments, written or verbal, were received.  Mayor Bouska declared the public hearing closed.  


Resolution No. 24296 to approve the consolidation of the Collins Road East Urban Renewal Area and the Central Corridor Urban Renewal Area and to approve urban renewal plan amendment was read by Pazour.  Moved by Pazour, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 24296.  Council discussed the naming of the consolidated urban renewal area.  All in favor, motion carried.


Resolution No. 24297 concurring with the recommendations of the Local Option Sales Tax Review Committee was read by Etzel.  Moved by Etzel, seconded by Crawford to approve Res. No. 24297.  Dwight Hogan, 1565 7th Avenue, Chairperson of the Local Option Sales Tax (LOST) Review Committee presented a report from the LOST committee meeting held last night.  He explained that the City Manager requested funding for surveys regarding housing, hotel/motel, and business needs in the community.  Mr. Hogan noted that this will help with the planning of future developments in our community.  The request was approved unanimously by the LOST committee to request qualifications from vendors.  The LOST committee and City Manager will review the request for qualifications.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated that the Committee reviewed whether the funding of the survey is an appropriate use of local option sales tax funds.  Mr. Pluckhahn noted that the City Council Strategic Plan included having a market analysis completed.  All in favor, motion carried.

He noted that the theater is a great addition to the community and he complimented Council Member AbouAssaly for purchasing the building.  

Mayor Bouska noted that there was a reception this week at the Library for board and commission members.  He explained that over 100 people volunteer for City of Marion boards and commissions.  Mayor Bouska thanked them for their service to the community and stated that the Council and staff appreciate all of their efforts.
