The City Council of the City of Marion, Linn County, Iowa met in regular session, Thursday, March 5, 2015, at 5:30 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall with Mayor Bouska presiding and the following council members present:  Draper, Etzel, Spinks, Crawford, AbouAssaly, and Pazour.  Absent:  None.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Ordinance No. 15-02 amending Chapter 47, Park Rules of the Marion Code of Ordinance, more specifically to add a section prohibiting the use of Tobacco, Nicotine and Electronic Vaporizers in the public parks and providing penalties was read by 
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AbouAssaly for initial consideration.  Moved by AbouAssaly, seconded by Crawford to approve the first reading of Ord. No. 15-02.  Council Member Draper stated that pipes are not prohibited in the Ordinance.  He suggested that the City Council, Park Board, and Police Chief discuss the proposed Ordinance.  Moved by Draper, seconded by Spinks to table Ord. No. 15-02.  Council discussed whether to table Ord. No. 15-02.  Council Member Pazour expressed concern that the Ordinance would be difficult to enforce.  Mayor Bouska stated that he appreciated the dialogue.  Council Member AbouAssaly stated that we are trying to promote health and wellness and model for our children.  Roll Call on motion to table Ord. Council Member Draper explained that he was contacted by a property owner on Hillview that is scheduled for knee replacement surgery and is concerned about access to his driveway.  City Engineer Dan Whitlow stated that they have met with the property owners and will be meeting with them again before the project starts. Council Discussion Time:


City Manager Lon Pluckhahn stated he received an email from the Parks Director indicating that the next Park Board meeting will be Wednesday, March 11th at 4:00 p.m.  He noted that this could be a joint meeting with the City Council and Parks Board to discuss the proposed ban on the use of Tobacco, Nicotine, and Electronic Vaporizers in the public parks.
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Council Member Draper suggested that as the City develops 10th Street between 5th and 6th Avenue that Council consider diagonally connecting 10th and 11th Street somewhere between 1st and 4th Avenue.

Council Member Draper stated that he feels the Library project will become a political issue.  He would like to see the Library move forward and provide a plan to the Council as soon as possible.  He noted that four Council members are up for re-election this fall.  Council Member Draper expressed concern about tearing down the 20 year old Library building.  City Manager Lon Pluckhahn reminded Council of the responsibilities of the City Council and the Library Board.  


Council Member AbouAssaly noted that he was encouraged to see the residents attend the Council meeting tonight and be engaged in the process.  He stated that it was a very mature debate of the issue during the public hearing on banning nicotine in the parks.

Council Member AbouAssaly stated that we should all be proud that the Marion Central Corridor Reinvestment District project could potentially result in a $100 million investment in the Central Corridor with the State sales tax being the public investment.  He noted that this is a tremendous opportunity for the City that we should all be excited about.


Council Member Pazour expressed condolences to Greg Hapgood on the loss of his brother and to Craig Campbell on the loss of his mother. 


Council Member Pazour stated that all projects using public funds should be bid.  She noted that the asbestos removal on the Whetstone building should have been bid.


Council Member Pazour suggested that there be a public referendum on the Library project.  She expressed concern about a mixed use facility.
