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ITEM 1 Approval of July Minutes
Mark Morgan called to order the regular meeting of the Public Service Board on Tuesday,           September 9, 2014 at 12:20 PM. A motion to approve the July 2014 minutes was made by Craig Adamson, seconded by Colleen Prokup, Motion carried.

ITEM 2 Request for Solid Waste Collection Assistance
Wells residing at 1325 Northview Dr. and Rosche residing at 4400 Indian Creek Rd. have requested house pick up due to health and age reasons.  A motion to approve the request was made by Craig Adamson, seconded by Tom Padley, and all Board members are in favor, Motion carried. 

ITEM 3 Discussion Regarding Public Service Facility Development
Ryan discussed the history of the Public Service Facility and Departments from 1990 to the present. In 1990 the population was between 18, 0000 to 19, 0000 residents and the Public Service Department employed 6 to 7 employees. In 1991 the current building of 24,000 sq ft was built for a cost of 1.2 million dollars and it was completed in the summer of 1992. In 2004 we added the fabric tent and added another 24,000 sq ft to double the size of the current building. The City Council gave Ryan the go ahead to start planning for the future of the Public Services Department and facility.
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ITEM 4 Discussion Regarding Chapter 26 of the City of Marion Code of Ordinances (26.04)
Ryan talked to the PS Board what they would like in the future, if they would like a monthly stipend or have a lunch meeting that the PS Board would control. If used for the lunch meal, the PS Board would control and would determine the amount to be spent.

ITEM 5 Update on Fiberight Project
Ryan updated the PS Board that Fiberight closed on the property the 3rd week in July. The dynamics of building the facility has changed, and Fiberight is working with a local company to work with them on their Blairstown facility and may also work with them on the Marion facility.

ITEM 5 Old Business / New Business 
Plasma Arch and the City of Marion are still in talks about the future and they have changed their focus to producing rock wall, but they will need a lot of glass to produce the product. 
Anything new with Capital Building? 
Craig would like to see a timeline side by side of Waste Not and Fiberight.
Compost – have started to make compost with the new turner in win-rows about 5 feet high, do not grind, no smell and ready in about 8 weeks.
